Pandan, also known as Fragrant Pandan (Toey or Toey Hom in Thai), is a perennial
small shrub that grows in clumps. Its leaves are arranged alternately in a spiral
pattern along the stem. They are long, green, glossy, leathery, and have smooth
mardins. The aromatic oil within the leaves is derived from 2-acetyl-1-pyrroline, the
same aroma compound found in jasmine rice, white bread, and bread flowers (Vallaris
glabra). Pandan leaves are commonly used both fresh and dried. They are often used in
handicrafts, such as folded flowers for Buddha worship or decorating spaces.
Additionally, they are known for their ability to absorb musty odors in bedrooms or

houses, contributing to a fresher environment.
